WHAT ARE YOU PAYING FOR WHEN YOU PAY FOR SEX





It is said that Prostitution is the oldest profession in the world.  Actually it is the second oldest, with stonemasons coming first - the ladies needed somewhere to ply their trade. But no one can doubt that paying for sex is not a passing fad, nor is it likely to go away.  While there are men with dollars in their pockets, and women ready to trade, prostitution is rampant.





But have you ever stopped to think about what you are truly paying for.  I interviewed a number of ‘working’ ladies about this and came up with some interesting ideas, that seem to show a big difference between what the ladies are supplying and what the men think they are buying.  The women welcomed the chance to talk openly with a non-judgmental person.  So lets have a look at some of the facts and fallacies when it comes to buying sex.





Fallacy One:  Whores are ‘hot’ for ‘it’ all the time.  Many men that use prostitutes claim the ladies are always willing, always turned on by their them, as a client, and that they (the women) are basically nymphomaniacs.


Fact:  Women in this profession have no more, or less, sex drive, than any other women.  They are not ‘driven’ to perform acts for men, nor do they thrive on it, or even particularly enjoy it. Some of them are in a lesbian relationship.  They are business people, performing a service, for a fee.  Nothing more or less.





Fallacy Two:  I am the only one who can make her climax.  Again, a common theme that came out when talking to these ladies was this belief, in the clients mind, that they were the only ones capable of giving that particular woman pleasure, and she just loves it.


Fact:  If you believe this then keep seeing that woman, because she is obviously very good at acting, and knows how to make you feel good.  The general consensus among the workers was, that while they do have clients that are not too bad, for a worker they appreciate men who are gentle and quick.  They are not looking for an orgasm with their client, but generally simulate one to add to the excitement of the moment - in other words the guy comes quicker.  Quick clients means more value for money for the worker and less wear and tear on the body.  Unfortunately, no matter how sexually experienced you are, and how awesome your technique, it will be wasted when paying for sex.





Fallacy Three:  Workers just live for their work.  A prostitute is exactly that, she has no other life and is available any time, day or night, because she is her job.


Fact:  These women are amazing people who manage to do the job that they do, and fit it into their otherwise very busy lifestyles.  Women I have spoken to include students, mothers and one woman I know, runs her own plant shop.  A single mother I spoke to said she bumped into one of her regular clients one day in a shop, when she was in ‘Mummy’ mode, and said he looked shocked to realize that she even had a child, let alone be shopping.  It was like he had compartmentalized her into never leaving the room she worked from, and was shocked to see she was actually out and about!  She laughed about it, but it is a common theme among workers that their clientele have no idea what types of lives they lead, outside of the bedroom.  While most workers prefer things this way, it can seem a bit of a shame, when some girls see their clientele on a weekly basis for years, and they don’t know anything about each other at all.





Fallacy Four:  Working women are just out to ‘get’ you, and encourage you to ‘take them away from all this.  The women you meet and have sex with really hate their life, and as you are so wonderful, they just wish you would love them and take them away from their horrible life.


Fact:  The ‘Pretty Woman’ syndrome.  Face it, unless you really were Richard Gere then chances are this will never happen.  Women I talked to did say that some workers, normally young ones, were looking for a ‘sugar daddy’, or for someone to set them up for life.  They normally change their mind after men they have set their caps on, change to another woman.  Other times they do set up with a guy, it doesn’t work, and they end up back on the game.  Men do seem to feel that when they are paying for sex, they own you, and while that is acceptable for the hour you are getting paid for, it is hardly a long term need for any woman.





Fallacy Five:  Working women know all the ‘tricks of the trade’, and are really kinky and will do anything.  Some men that go to a sex worker for the first time, expect her to have a whole repertoire of tricks, that are designed to please and titillate.  Others believe that because they have paid a set fee, they can do what ever they want to the woman without complaint.


Fact:  While there are some women who do engage in a number of different activities, most will do hand jobs, oral and sex.  Others will engage in S&M, bondage, golden showers or couples.  Anal is a debatable one - it pays to ask.  One woman I met said she never said ‘NO’ to any type of sexual activity, she just put her prices up.  Many other women prefer to specialize, particularly in the S&M scene, and will not have sex - some will not touch their clientele at all, unless it is with a whip.  What clients need to realize is that in all cases, women have the right to say no to anything, provided they have not been paid for it, and even then they can give the money back if they refuse to provide the service. An example of this is the practice of anal sex.  While some men prefer this service, it is not an automatic one granted by workers - it is a specialty item.  A man can request it, and the worker can either accept a higher rate (than regular sex) or refuse.  She does have that right.  Some women I have spoken to enjoy role playing and cross dressing clientele, yet others will change a grown man’s diapers and treat him like a baby, as part of their service, but these are ‘specials’, and not the normal routine.  If you have a particular service you want to participate in, shop around and find somebody that is both experienced and prepared to do it.





So what are you paying for?  Basically a release.  While there are men that go to working women for company and talks (usually older clientele, widowed and used to female companionship), the majority do pay for sex of some kind.  And that is what you will get.  Hopefully you will leave  the lady feeling good about yourself, and definitely satisfied.  You will not get love, you should not have been kissed ( I haven’t met a working lady yet that kisses her clientele on the mouth), and you will have used a condom. Note for those men that don’t like them, be very wary of any woman that is prepared to not use a condom for a higher price (because she ‘always’ uses them, with everyone else), if she is prepared to negotiate with you, then she will have done with others and she will be a walking health risk - don’t be a fool about it.
