Future Relaxed: AN ORNAMENT OF THE CHURCH

In my last letter I promised you a note about Father Charles, soon to be your Assistant Bishop. He has been here eight years, and is enormously liked and respected in and around our congregation. He was still in the seminary when the Church divided, but he says that even then he was sure he was called to devote himself to a parish, without the distraction of a family of his own.
